Glerardalur - Jarofraeoi

Glerardalur skerst i sudvestur inni Trollaskagafjallgardinn, i naer 16 km
langri beinni linu, fra 6sum Glerar a Akureyri upp i um 1000 m haed. Ad
dalnum liggja nokkur haestu fj6ll vid Eyjafjérdo m.a. Kerling, haesta fjall a
nordurlandi (1538 m), Glerardalshnjukur (1328 m) og Tréllafjall (1471 m).

Steingervingar hafa fundist a a.m.k. tveimur st6dum i fjollunum vid
Glerardal, p.e. i Lambardals6xl vid Kerlingu og i Hlidarskal i Hlidarfjalli.
Badir pessir fundarstadir eru i svipadri haed p.e. um 1000-1100 m.
Vidarsteinsbutar ur Lambardalsoxl eru alkunnir a Akureyri og pryda par nu
margar stassstofur. Sverustu butarnir eru um 20-25 sm i pvermal. |
Hlidarskal i Hlidarfjalli hefur fundist allmikid af koludum vidarbutum
(surtabrandi). Sverustu butarnir sem par hafa fundist eru um handleggs

digrir. Svaedid er vinseaelt utivistarsvaedi a 6llum arstidoum.

Geology

Glerardalur is formed by glaciers and its river. The valley cuts 16 km, in an
almost straight line, to the south-west into the mountain ridge Trollaskagi
from the mouth of the river Glera in Akureyri up to about 1000 m above sea
level. The valley is enclosed with some of the highest mountains in the north
of the country such as Kerling, the highest mountain in northern Iceland
(1538 m), Glerardalshnjukur (1328 m) and Trdllafjall (1471 m).

The mountains have been created by layers of lava, most of which are 5-10
million years old.

Fossils have been discovered in at least two areas in the mountains
surrounding the valley, in Lambardalsoxl at mount Kerling and in Hlidarskal
iIn Hlidarfjall. Both areas are at an altitude of 1000-1100 m. The fossils that
have been found in Lambardalsox| are as large as 25 cm in diameter but the
fossils found in Hlidarfjall are smaller, aboutan arm wide.

The area is a popular recreational area in all seasons for activities such as
hiking, skiing and snowmobiling.

Glera - the origin of the name

The name of the river Glera (Glass river) has created various theories
about its origin. It is most likely that the name originates from the so-called
natural-glass or what geologists refer to as a glassy type of Rhyolite. This
mineral can be found in and around the river Glera. When struck by light
the particles in the river shine like pieces of broken glass thus providing it
the name.

Vegetation

The vegetation in the valley Glerardalur is unique. This is mostly due to three
environmental factors. Firstly, the bedrock is rich of groundwater that springs
distribute throughout the soil providing amble moisture. Secondly, the vast amount of
snow In the valley and thirdly the relatively high mountains that surround it. These
factors create diverse and rich conditions for alpine plants. Above 1100 m the
vegetation is not continuous. On top of mount Kerling, the highest mountain in
Glerardalur, 10 species of flowering plants have been discovered and 16 species
above 1400 m. More than third of these hardy plants are of the same family,
Saxifrage (Saxifragaceae). Above 1400 m pigmy buttercup (Ranunculus pygmaeus)
and icecup (Ranunculus glacialis), that is considered to have the most beautiful
flowers, are the most common plants. Above 1000 m more than 87 species of alpine
plants have been found. Below 1000 m the vegetation gets more continuous,
particularly in snowbeds with dwarf willow (Salix herbacea), creeping sibbaldia
(Sibbaldia procumbens) and late-lie moss (Polytrichum sexangulare). Below 550-
600 m the marshes become more vegetated with smooth black sedge (Carex nigra)
and marsh horsetail (Equisetum palustre) that are the main species in the wetlands.
Heather (Calluna vulgaris) is common as well as bog bilberry (Vaccinium
uliginosum). The gravelfields are increasingly vegetated with lowland plants such as
wild pansy (Viola tricolor) and common whitlowgrass (Erophila verna).
