May 1940, arriving first in Re'ykjawk and a week later in Akureyri. Many rememorizes
of WW Il can still be seen in Krossanesborgir. The military. forces, first the British then
U.S., had a base at Midas where foundations of its barracks can still be seen.
Remalns of shelters and look-out points are visible by Stiflusund and on Hauklopp by
Hundatjorn as well as a barb wire fence south of Startjorn and |n the marshland
between Svaréarklapplr and Stekkjarklapplr- ) :
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
