The long building in the centre is the hospital which was in use from 1899 -
1953. The house was later transported up to the slopes of Mt. Hlidarfjall
and became the forerunner of the present ski-hotel.

Here the boundaries of the old town are within easy reach. Heading up the path,
you will soon spot Grasteinn (Greystone) on your right. When it was decided in
1787 that Grasteinn should serve as a landmark for the northern boundary of
Akureyri, this rock was considerably larger than the humble boulder in front of
you. The original Grasteinn was blown to pieces when a road was built in 1897,
and you are looking at its mere remains. To the left, is an impressive building,
Spitalavegur 1 (1 Hospital Road), home to Akureyri's first shoe shop, opened
1890. This road, which is now a pleasant footpath, once ran all the way up the hill
to where the municipal hospital was erected in 1899; hence its name. Now take a
close look at the strangely conjoined building, Adalstreeti 2A and 2B; a large
building indeed as it is, in fact, two houses combined. Originally it closely
resembled Nonnahus Museum, built around 1850. Since then, the house has
been extended in every direction so that, without doubt, few houses in Akureyri
have undergone such dramatic transformation. Akureyri primary school was
housed here during the winter 1872-73 and for some time the building boasted the
town clock by which all the townspeople would adjust their pocket watches.
