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Oddeyri District

Oddeyri is Akureyri's second oldest district. The site was only used for
parliamentary meetings from early 14th century until 1551 when two warships
arrived to quell a rising led by the Roman Catholic bishop, Jon Arason, of Holar,
who had, however, been executed the year before. No battle ensued, but his
possessions were confiscated and given to the king and his heirs. In 1874 the
1000 year anniversary of the settlement of Iceland was celebrated on Oddeyri.
Nothing was built there due to lack of drinking water and flooding risks from
Glera River. However, in 1866, the Danish authorities agreed to include
Oddeyri in the township of Akureyri. The first house, Lundur, was built in 1858.
A similar house of the same name stands at Eidsvallagata 14. After 1870
building began in earnest with the establishment of Granufélag, Akureyri's first
commercial company. Around 1900 Akureyri had 10 streets, 5 of which were on
Oddeyri; Strandgata, Glerargata, Lundargata, Nordurgata and Grundargata.
