In 1912 a total of 15 houses north of Breidigangur were consumed by fire,
including some of the town's oldest buildings. The site has remained vacant
since that time.

The distance between the rows of houses here may seem rather
narrow. But the 19th century townsman felt differently, and named
this path Breidigangur (Broadway). Although in current popular use
In those times, this name was never approved in high places, and
when Akureyri town council, at the turn of the century 1900, named
every street in the town for the first time, Breidigangur was totally
ignored, preference being given to names like Hafnarstreeti
(Harbour Street) and Adalstraeti (Main Street).

Fire, the old curse of Akureyri, never encroached upon Breidigangur,
although in 1901 the buildings around it were burning fiercely,
destroying all the houses in the southernmost part of town and
above Adalstraeti, all the way to Budargil in the north. Another two
