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The Shore

Looking south along the shore, it is of note that the houses on the left side of
Adalstreeti are built on landfill, formed by manually shifting soil from the slope
opposite. The shoreline was where the street is now. The first dwelling here
dates from 1827, followed by another in 1835; both built of turf. Around 1850, the
fashion for timber houses reached Fjara, giving rise to the row of houses on the
right hand side of the street, now one of the oldest continuous lines of dwellings
In Iceland.

In front of you is Adalstraeti 16, built in 1900, constructed on the premise that the
townspeople could use its veranda as a pavement. The yellow house on the
rightis Gudmanns Minde, or The OIld Hospital. It is the earliest two storey house
in Akureyri, built in 1835. The merchant Fridrik Gudmann gifted the building to
the town for use as a hospital in 1874. Here, on Wednesdays, people could also
book a shower. Across the street, where Adalstraeti and Hafnarstraeti converge,
is the southern boundary of old Akureyri. Here, the first residential house was
built in 1778. It burned to the ground in December 1901 and was replaced by
Hafnarstraeti 3, which used to be Akureyri's telephone exchange.
