Fram yfir 1870 var litill grundvoéllur til byggdar a Oddeyri. Par var enga vinnu ad hafa og
langt ad saekja i kaupstadinn (gémlu Akureyrina) enda kom vegur milli bagjarhlutanna
ekki fyrren um 1892 og stundum ofaert pangad sékum illvidra og snjoa. Pad var ekki fyrr
en islenskt verslunarfélag, Granufélagio, tok ad hreidra um sig a eyrinni ad alvoru
uppbygging Oddeyrar sem eins af hverfum Akureyrarkaupstadar hofst. Félagid var
stofnad 1869 og festi pa kaup a gamalli franskri fiskiskutu sem skird var Grana og breytti
henni i kaupskip til ad flytja vorur til og fra Islandi. Tveimur arum sidar keypti Granu-
félagid storan hluta Oddeyrar og hof verslun i 68ru af tveimur husum er pa stodu a
eyrinni, Gamla Lundi. Par med var donskum kaupmdnnum, sem pa voru allsradandi i
Akureyrarverslun, sagt strid a hendur. Granufelagio hafdi ekkert med alla eyrina ad gera
og hof pvi snemma ad selja einstaklingum skika og uthluta I66um. A sumum pessara
bletta voru raektud tun, a 68rum reist hus og nedst a eyrinni voru lendingarstadir, fyrst
fyrir hakarlaskip og seinna sildveidiflota baejarbua. Par spruttu lika fram bryggjur og a
fjorukambinum voru smidud skip. A fyrri hluta 20. aldar og fram i seinni heimsstyrjdld var
helsti sorplosunarstadur baegjarbua fyrir nordan og nedan Granufélagshusin par sem
dsku og 68rum urgangi var fleygt i stort og mikid sjavarsiki. bad er nu I6ngu horfid en i
pess stad komnar gétur og ennfleiri hus.

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Fight against Monopoly

There was little incentive to build on Oddeyri - no work and far from
the centre of Akureyri. No roads were built until around 1892, so
communications were difficult in inclement weather. However, in
1869, the coming of the Icelandic commercial enterprise,
Granufélag, saw Oddeyri's inclusion into Akureyri township. The
company's boat, Grana, transported goods to and from Iceland.
Two years later the company set up a store in the building Lundur,
sparking fierce competition with Danish tradesmen who had held a
monopoly over Akureyri's commercial business. But Granufélag did
not require all their land and sold off small pieces to the
townspeople. Some for pasture, others for house building. By the
shore were landing places for shark fishers, and later herring boats.
Piers sprang up and, on higher ground, vessels were built. From the
early 20th century and up to WWII| refuse was disposed of below
and to the north of Granufélag's premises. Ash and other waste was
thrown into a very large tidal pool, long gone to make way for streets
and houses.
