In 1900 only 10 street names were registered for the whole town, but in
1904, when Oddeyri street names were added, the overall number
iIncreased significantly. Hriseyjargata was on the map although it only
had one building and much of the proposed road was under the tidal pool.
Sea water is still a problem and pumps are needed in many cellars of
Lower Oddeyri properties. The crossroads at Hriseyjargata and Strand-
gata became “Baker's Corner” when Strandgata 41 was built in 1901
specially to house a bakery. The baker, Olgeir Juliusson, was one of the
first to establish a workers' union in Akureyri and his son, Einar
Olgeirsson, born 1902, became a union leader and member of
Parliament.

Strandgata 39 (Karlshus) is well known for surviving in spite of going on
fire six times. There was also a bakery in the four storey building next
door, Strandgata 37, the only house built according to the building plan of
1927.To the north on the estuary there are further signs of this plan.

Opposite, air strip and a hut housing military equipment during WWIL.
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
